     Sending provocative im-

ages over cell phones is the new thing for 

teens, but it can go all wrong. Definition: In 

Iowa, sexting can result in charges of engaging 

a minor in a ŗprohibited sexual actŘ or stimulate 

a ŗprohibited sexual actŘ, a Class C felony carry-

ing a fine of up to $50,000 for each offense. A 

ŗprohibited sexual actŘ refers to, among other 

examples, nudity of a minor for the purpose of 

arousing or satisfying sexual desires of a person 

who may view the depiction. This could put 

anyone sending or receiving these photos on
