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This year 372 people died in motor vehi-

cle accidents on Iowa roadways. Though 

it s a preliminary count, this is the lowest 

number of motor vehicle fatalities seen in 

Iowa since World War II, when gas ra-

tioning was implemented to support the 

war effort. The all time highest number of 

motor vehicle fatalities on Iowa roadways 

was 912 in 1970. The lowest number of 

motor vehicle fatalities recorded in a  

single year in Iowa was 261 in 1925.  

State officials have an-

nounced the motor vehicle 

fatality total for 2009 has fallen to a 60 year 

low, saying much of the success is due to  

efforts of local, county, and state law  

enforcement. 

Bureau Chief Larry Sauer commented, 

¬Because of the hard work and dedication of 

officers...fewer people died on Iowa road-

ways this year. Iowans should be proud of 

their local law enforcement officers.º
