This month, I am go-
ing to ask you to do some thinking. What
do you do to make Strawberry Point a
better community? Notice I said
community, not town. City limit lines
define the town, but the community
includes all people in and around Straw-
berry Point.

Every community has things that can be
improved. Every person in the commu-
nity has something they can do to make
things better. Where do your talents fit?
Take a look around to see what is
needed? Can you give time? Share
knowledge? Help fund a good cause?
Maybe some combination of these?

Are you a member of a community group
or are you an active member of a
community group? Hopefully you are
active in at least one group. If you just
attend meetings and sit there or if you
pay dues and sit back to see what the
officers of the group will do, you can do
more. Do you know of any community
group that has a problem with too many
volunteers? Most groups have jobs their
members can do ranging from very active
(running around moving or carrying
items) to a low level of physical activity
(taking tickets or helping people find
their way around an event).

If you see something around the
community that needs attention, do you
sit back and complain or do something to
meet the need? Maybe you can take care
of it or maybe you need to contact some-
one with talents different from yours.

Change/improvements do not happen if
you sit back and wait for someone else to
get things started.

Consumers can help a community by the
way they spend their dollars. For every
$100 spent in a community, $68 stays in
the community. It would be a lie to say
all your needs can be met in our
community, but how often do you consider
checking in our community before driving
to another? Do you spend dollars on gas
to save pennies on a purchase? Many of
the papers I get as mayor discuss ways to
build a community. They suggest a goal
of getting every household in the
community to spend at least $50 a month
in the community. How does your house-
hold measure up? We have around 630
households if you only count those within
the city limits. That's $31,500 each
month. Think about it.

If you are waiting for me to tell you the
answers, it will be a long wait. You
decide what you can do and want you
want to do for the Strawberry Point
community. The more who get involved
in our community, the quicker good
things can happen.

Remember, a community does not start or
end at the city limits.

Snow Removal Reminder:

It is the responsibility of all property owners to
remove snow, ice and accumulations promptly
from sidewalks. If a property owner does not re-
move snow, ice or accumulations within a reason-
able time, the City may do so and bill the property
owner.

Snow Emergency: Parking Prohibited:

No person shall park, abandon or leave unat-
tended any vehicle on any public street, alley, or
city owned off-street parking area during any
snow emergency proclaimed by the Mayor unless

the snow has been removed or plowed from said street,
alley or parking area and the snow has ceased to fall. A
snow emergency parking ban shall continue from its
proclamation through the duration of the snow or ice
storm and the forty-eight (48) hour period after cessa-
tion of such storm except as above provided upon
streets which have been fully opened. Such emergency
may be extended or shortened when conditions war-
rant. Snow emergency proclamations will be an-
nounced on local news media stations.
