STRAWBERRY POINT ELECTRIC STUDY COMMITTEE
Wednesday, September 14, 2011

The Electric Study Committee meeting was called to order at 12:05 p.m. by city administrator, Deanna
Dement at City Hall.

Members present: Jeff Robinson, Mark Meyer, Dave Nading, Howard Weger, Tom Raithel, Alan
Wessels, Paul Anthes, Norm Rizer and City Administrator, Deanna Dement.

The minutes from the August 4™ meeting were reviewed. Dave moved and Norm seconded the motion to
approve the minutes as presented. All voted in favor and motion passes.

The deadline to submit interest in providing a bid for wholesale power has expired. Of the many RFPs
that were mailed, only 3 companies are interested in providing the City with a quote for wholesale power.
Alliant Energy, RPGI, and Allamakee Clayton were the 3 companies. The committee discussed how best
to proceed from here. The committee decided that having face-to-face meetings will be the next step.
Prior to these meetings, the clerk will collect what the past 12 months usage and historical usage for the
companies to review, These meetings will be held mid October and will be held on the same day
approximately 30 minutes apart.

The city council had received a petition asking that selling our electric utility be placed on the ballot in
November. The council addressed it at the September 7" meeting and referred it to the committee. The
committee discussed it and what is all involved in getting a price and specifications for selling it. It
involves a lot more than people realize. If the City sells the electric utility it means selling everything
from the poles to the lines and the generators. When we are cut from Alliant due to a storm, the city will
be without power for many hours since we will not have our generators. The council will be told that the
committee is not interested in researching this at this time.

The City Superintendent requested a bid to complete the remainder of the electric conversion from
Michels, since they are doing the Elkader Street project. They estimate it will be $600,000 to $650,000 in
labor only to complete this. There is only enough to do about half of this and that will sericusly deplete
our electric funds. Jeff will talk with Michels to see about doing the West side of town soon and then next
year doing the East side. This will leave just a small section to complete. This will hopefully eliminate
some breakers from being used at the old light plant.

With nothing further, Norm moved and Tom seconded to adjourn at 1:20 PM.
